Annual Business Meeting Minutes

General Assembly
Wednesday, July 30, 2008

FAHSA Chair Alma Ballard welcomed the assembly.

Chair Ballard introduced the members at the head table: Judi Buxé (Immediate Past Chair); Litha Berger (Secretary);
Terri Cunliffe (Chair-Elect); Jack Norton (Past Chair); John Meserve (Treasurer); Brian Robare (Senior Vice Chair);
Mary Kay Klinge (ALF/HCBS Chair); Diane Marcello (Nursing Home Chair); Charles Coxson (CCRC/SR Chair);
Jason Pincus (Housing Chair); Drew Gackenheimer (Past Chair); and Janegale Boyd (President/CEQO).

Chair Alma Ballard called the meeting to order at 1:15 p.m. A quorum was present.

Litha Berger, Secretary, was called to the podium to give the Secretary’s Report. A MOTION was made, seconded
and PASSED to accept the August 1, 2007 Annual General Business Meeting Minutes as presented on page 31 of the
FAHSA Annual Report.

Judi Bux6, Immediate Past Chair, then reviewed the proposed Bylaws changes, as follows:

1. BYLAWS — Article III - MEMBERSHIP, Section 3, Acceptance of Memberships:
Section 3. Acceptance of Memberships

Criteria for membership admission shall be as defined in Section 4 of this Article. All applications for membership
shall be reviewed in a manner to be determined by resolution of the Board of Trustees (the “Board”). In the case of
membership denial, an applicant shall be notified of the decision and shall have the right to appeal if so desired. If

a hearing is requested, all pertinent information shall be presented to the Executive Committee of the Board whose
decision shall be final. If the applicant is denied membership, the applicant shall be notified in writing, and all monies
paid shall be refunded to the applicant.

2. Article II - MEMBERSHIP, Section 4,
Membership Admission Criteria, Subsection a.5.:

Section 4. Membership Admission Criteria
Subsection a.

5. An application shall not be approved 1f the commumty has a hlstory of multlple and repeated Vlolatlons
Wthh 1mpa1r patient or resident care.-ot e e o s , ad

3. Article III - MEMBERSHIP, Section 9, a., Affiliates:

Affiliate status is open to all those interested in the Association but not qualifying for membership under Section 5,
6, or 7 of this Article, including (1) individuals, (2) retired/inactive administrators, (3) Code Section 501 (c)(3) aging
network organizations and agencies, and (4) businesses and other entities.

4. Article VI - BOARD OF TRUSTEES, Section 1. Composition and Authority:

The Board shall be comprised of the elected state officers, plus the Immediate Past Chair, the Past Chair, the District
Chairs, two at-large members, one Associate Member, and the chair of any organization wholly owned by the
Association, if applicable. Any FAHSA member serving on the American Association of Homes and Services for the
Aging (“AAHSA”) Board of Directors or FAHSA-elected Representative to the AAHSA House of Delegates shall
serve-ex-offtero-without-vote on FAHSA’s Board for the duration of his or her term. Nominations for the at-large




positions shall be made by the Governance Committee with the intent of achieving equitable representation of each
type of community that qualifies for regular membership. Only representatives from the Voting Associate Membership
(as defined in Article III, Section 7.b herein) shall be eligible to fill the Associate Member position on the Board. Said
Board shall be the policy-making authority of the Association.

5. Article VIII - MEMBERSHIP DIVISIONS, Section 2, Division Committees:

Each division shall be represented by a public policy committee—Housing, Continuing Care, Assisted Living and
Home and Community-Based Services, and Nursing Home—which reviews pertinent regulations, legislation,
and other policy matters which affect member communities. Each FAHSA District shall appoint three four
representatives—one to serve on each committee. The district representatives shall be the liaison between district
members and the policy committees. The Chair may appoint additional at-large members to the committees.

6. Miscellaneous, non-substantive, technical and grammatical revisions.

It is also recommended that a number of miscellaneous, non-substantive, technical and grammatical revisions to the
Bylaws, as indicated in the attached redline version of the Bylaws.

Chair Ballard appointed the following members as “counters”: Melissa Gilreath, Elderly Housing Management; Dale
Lind, Waterman Village; and Fran Hennessy, Council on Aging of Florida, Inc. and then asked the voting members to
complete their Bylaws ballots and turn them in to the election counters.

Governance Committee Chair Judi Bux6 presented the Governance Committee Report. The Governance Committee
reviewed all applications submitted for available positions on the FAHSA Board of Trustees and the AAHSA House of
Delegates. The Committee determined that all candidates were officially qualified and were eligible to run for office.
The Slate for FAHSA-elected representatives to the AAHSA House of Delegates is:

Luanne Reese and Steve Protulis are being nominated for a second term; Martin Goetz and James Emerson are being
nominated for a first term. Chair Ballard asked the candidates to stand.

Chair Ballard asked if there were any nominations from the floor for any of the FAHSA offices. A MOTION
was made, seconded and unanimously PASSED to accept the slate as presented. Chair Ballard congratulated the
candidates on their election.

Treasurer John Meserve presented the 2007 FAHSA Treasurer Report. A MOTION was made, seconded and
unanimously PASSED to accept the report as presented on pages 5-7 of the FAHSA Audit and Financial Report.

Chair Ballard recognized Melissa Sharp, Regional Vice President from AAHSA.

Chair Ballard stated that Sandra Hugg, Administrator, Advent Christian Village was retiring from the FAHSA Board.
Although Ms. Hugg was not in attendance, she was recognized and thanked for her service to FAHSA.

Chair Ballard then introduced Chair-Elect Terri Cunliffe. Ms. Cunliffe gave a brief overview of the 2007-2009
Business Plan. Ms. Cunliffe elaborated on the status of FAHSA’s 5 Big Ideas.

Chair Ballard then called on Dale Lind, election counter, to report on the Bylaws vote. Mr. Lind reported that there
were 452 votes cast in the affirmative to approve the Bylaws changes as recommended.
